On the Road Again……





We are now boarding a flight to Europe- Germany- Bavaria, to the region of Nuremberg and Munich.  No, although I wish we were, we will not have time for a visit to the Staatliches Hofbräuhaus in München (Munich).  Interesting, the hofbrauhaus is one of the oldest beer halls in Munich, with the brewery founded in 1589 by the Duke of Bavaria and the word Hof (court)  comes from the brewery’s history as a royal brewery.


The Royal Residence’s brewery became world famous due to their first brewer Heimeran Pongratz and the “Bavarian Beer Purity Law” of 1516, which stated that only natural ingredients could be used in the brewing process.  The beer became so famous the it saved the city from annihilation when the Swedish King Gustavus Adolphus invaded Bavaria during the Thirty Years’ War in 1632, he threatened to burn the city.  He agreed to leave the city in peace after taking some hostages and over 600,000 barrels of Hofbräuhaus beer.


Mozart claimed to have written an opera after several visits to the Hofbräuhaus.


Hofbräuhaus has been operating in Melbourne, Australia since 1968. Hofbräuhaus franchises have been opened in the several places in the United States of America, including the first in Newport, Kentucky in 2003, and later followed by Las Vegas, Miami Beach, Chicago, Milwaukee, Pittsburgh and West Springfield, Massachusetts! 


Our trip to this region is because of the unusual lithographic limestone.





Imagine the area now known as Germany, 155 million years ago- a warm, shallow sea with myriads of islands, with sponges and corals growing on rises in the sea, forming reefs that divided parts of the sea into isolated lagoons.





The limestone was deposited during the Jurassic period, in a small lagoon where water exchange was restricted from the open sea due to strong seafloor relief and coral reefs.  The climate at the time was hot and dry causing high evaporation rates.  The high evaporation rates led to extremely saline conditions in the basins and the development of salinity stratification.  The bottom of the basin would have been hypersaline, stagnant and anoxic (depleted of oxygen), while the upper levels of the water column were of normal salinity, allowing for both swimming and floating organisms to survive.


  


There has been some controversy over the origin of the sediment, with Barthel in 1978 stating that the micritic, even layered limestone represent storm deposits while the irregular intercalated calcareous fine-layered marls represent normal deposition.  Keupp in 1977, stated that the lithology was due to the the built up as a type of stromatolite.





So why is this limestone so different?  Not only does this formation have black dendritic films of various black manganese oxides, which may consist of the minerals hollandite or goethite , these dendrites are often confused by many as fossils, this formation in fact contains an amazing diversity of fossil organism, often exquisitely preserved.

This diversity includes pterosaurs, dragonflies, turtles, fish, crocodile, crinoids, starfish, jellyfish, ammonites, worms, varieties of plants to name a few!  Sites with exceptional preservation are called by the German name “Lagerstatten”





The most famous are the eight fossils of the first known bird, Archaeopteryx.  A single feather was first discovered in 1860. In 1861, a complete example was found which was then sold to the British Museum. In 1878, the Berlin specimen was found.  Today, many consider this to be the most valuable fossil in the world. The Berlin specimen, with its combination of reptilian–like teeth and tail with feathers of a bird, supported Charles Darwin theory of evolution, first published in 1859.





The carbonate muds formed a type of fine-grained, flat-cleaving limestone known as  “plattenkalk” in German which was used as early as the Stone Age for making drawings and colored murals due to its softness. The Ancient Romans utilized the flat, regular shaped material to pave roads and build walls.  In the Middle Ages the stone was used for flooring and roofing material. Additionally, the material was used by artist to make bas-relief sculptures and headstones.
